Wherever you �nd 
yourselves — in the kitchen, in the park, or in a garden, for 
instance — use the matching card to talk together about what 
you’re seeing and doing. Take turns �lling in the story blanks;  
do the activities. This will help give the new words context and 
reinforce their meanings.
